What must I consider when using the WIFI access? 

In the ÖBB Lounges, you can access the internet free of charge through our Lounge Portal or WIFI. 
Please follow the relevant instructions for use - you can obtain these from lounge staff. Please 

remember that this is a voluntary offer and not included in the ticket price. 
 
What goes against the conditions of lounge use?  

To make your stay in our lounges as pleasant as possible, being considerate to others is particularly 
important. 

 
▪ Please do not take beverages and snacks from the lounge away with you. You can purchase 

provisions and reading material for the rest of your journey in the shops located at the train station. 
▪ Please do not disturb other passengers with loud discussions, phone calls or other activities. 
▪ It is not permitted to consume food and beverages brought into the lounge. 
▪ All ÖBB lounges are non-smoking areas. Please respect the smoking ban. 
▪ Pets may not be taken into the ÖBB lounges. Assistance dogs or small pets in pet carriers are an 

exception as long as other guests are not disturbed. 
▪ Unfortunately, there is no room in the ÖBB lounge for bicycles unless you are transporting the bike 

in the train packed as a piece of luggage. This also applies to scooters and other, similar means of 
transport.
